Best Practice I 
 
1. Title of the practice:   

 
Teaching Computer Skills Gratis: Spoken Tutorial Basic IT Offline Software Course  
 

2. Goal 
�x To add value to educational qualification of students with basic computer skills  

 
3. The Context 
Adhering to our commitment to holistic and overall personality development of students, 
the college has been striving to introduce various measures within its limited financial 
resources. There is no gainsaying that in the modern world degree education in the Arts 
stream without internet and computer knowledge amounts to a kind of educational 
handicap. Since the majority of our students hail from the rural and financially weak background 
having little exposure to and knowledge of ICT, it was decided that a certificate course on basic 
computer skills be conducted totally free of charge for students so as to enable them to use Internet 
and ICT and add value to their employability and viability in the job market.  
 
4. The Practice 
The college started Spoken Tutorial Basic IT Offline Software Course named ‘Libre Office Suite 
Writer’  with course material provided by the Spoken Tutorial Project, IIT Bombay, from the 
Academic year 2015-16. The course is of the duration of one semester commencing from June to 
December and from January to May. It acquaints students with basic knowledge of computer 
operations. One batch consisting of about fifteen students is given admission to the course totally 
free of charge. In an academic session two batches of students complete the course at the end of 
which students have to pass online examination conducted by Spoken Tutorial IIT Mumbai and 
successful students are given certificates.  

One faculty works as a Co-ordinator of the course whose job it is to function as intermediary 
between IIT Mumbai and the students and to instruct students and supervise the Computer centre. 
At the beginning of session, the Co-ordinator Prof. S. S. Shende prepares Time Table bearing in 
mind the convenient time slots of both the interested students and his own as he is also a full time 
approved teacher in the Department of English and gives extra services ex gratia. 

 
5. Evidence of Success 
Thanks to Spoken Tutorial IIT Mumbai and the commitment of the college to quality education, 
the students who could not afford to pay fees were able to learn basic computer and internet skills 
as many batches of students so far have successfully completed the course. Almost the first 
generation learners had the first-hand experience of computer. They are able to understand the 
basic hardware features of computer. They are able to create, save and open files in MS-Word and 
use such functions as insert picture, page layout, font of letters, paragraph formatting, etc. They 
can also use Emails and explore online virtual world. 

 
6. Problems Encountered and Resource Required 
To run this course the Computer Centre has been equipped with nine Desktop Computers, head-
phones, web-camera and broadband Internet connection. It is covered under CCTV Surveillance.  
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Owing to the busy schedule of both students and Prof. S.S Shende, who is an assistant professor in 
English and has taken upon himself additional responsibility as the Co-ordinator, both have to find 
and spend extra time for the successful implementation of this certificate course. The problem of 
lack of awareness and motivation on the part of the students coming from rural and poor families 
is also a hurdle. Not only does the Coordinator have to instruct students but also motivate them to 
maintain their regularity.  
 
Since this is a gratis course with no fee charged from students, it is a financial liability on the 
institution. For the maintenance and repairing of computers, Internet charges, software purchase 
and other incidental expenses, there is no a separate budget. In spite of these constraints, out of our 
genuine desire to help students the course is being continued.

1. Title of the Practice 
 

Community Engagement: Cataract Diagnosis and Treatment Camp 

 
2. Goal 
 
�x To involve students and staff in community engagement to contribute to institution’s 

social responsibility.  
 
�x To provide medical facility for treatment of cataract diagnosis and treatment to 

economically weaker elderly citizens in the rural area. 
 

3. Context  
Most of the students of the college are from backward sections from nearby villages 
which lack basic amenities like medical and transport facilities. Their close relatives 
suffer from many physical ailments that are not properly diagnosed and treated.  One 
of such major problems is bad eyesight caused by cataract in elderly people. They 
cannot afford to go to distant cities for treatment. It is the earnest social responsibility 
of the institution to do its bit in this direction. Lions Club of Chandrapur came forward 
to work with the college for long period to cope with the issues of providing medical 
help to the patients suffering from cataract. So the college ventured to undertake the 
service as permanent project under its community engagement activities through 
National Service Scheme. 

4. Practice 
National Service Scheme unit of the college along with the support of all the staff and 
students organizes the Cataract Diagnosis and Treatment Camp every year in the 
premises of the college in collaboration with Lions Club Chandrapur and Sewagram 
Hospitals Wardha.  For the last four years the camp has been held and hopefully it will 
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be held every year in future also as a permanent project. In February, 2014 and in 
January, 2015 the camp was successfully held. Wide publicity through newspapers, 
pamphlets, announcement through loudspeaker in the nearby villages and through 
students is given prior to the camp. The patients and their attendants are given 
breakfast as the selected patients are supposed to be taken to hospital in Wardha by 
ambulance.  A medical team led by a senior surgeon checks and identifies the patients 
to be operated upon. As a large number of patients are diagnosed as needing surgery, 
the hospital ambulance needs to pick up 30 to 60 patients at a time in a week for two 
months. Different teams of students, teachers and volunteers are assigned with the 
responsibility to receive and see off patients every week.  327 patients were checked 
and 166 were operated upon in the first camp. 497 were checked and 208 patients were 
operated in the second year’s camp. This year 432 patients were checked up out of which 
232 were selected and 177 patients were successfully operated upon. 

5.   Evidence of Success 

�x The fact that more than 800 patients were diagnosed and 374 were successfully 
operated upon is quite enough to highlight the remarkable success of the practice.  
Moreover, the patients diagnosed are not only from villages falling into the ambit 
of Nagbhir taluqa but also from other areas coming under other taluqas.  

 
�x The volunteers from students, staff, Lions Club and local youth experienced 

spiritual pleasure of extending help to elderly people and contributing to the efforts 
of restoring their eyesight. 

 
�x The college gained recognition among rural people of the different villages of the 

area for its social relevance. 
 
6. Problems Encountered and Resources Required 
 

�x Financial resources were needed for publicity, hospitality and refreshment required 
for the camp.  The management generously extends financial support needed for 
the purpose. 

 

�x Lions Club, Chandrapur provides expertise for organising the camp.  The club was 
also helpful in contacting and convincing the authorities of Sewagram Hospital, 
Wardha. 

 
�x Human resources for volunteering are the key to the success of the camp. Whole 

hearted participation of students, staff and other volunteers make the camp a 
success. 

 
�x Sewagram Hospital, Wardha is a distant place and the patients are taken to hospital 

in ambulance twice every week. When one batch of patients is dropped, another 
batch is picked up. The operated patients being aged find it difficult  go back their 
homes on their own. As students are not available after the college hours it is the 
responsibility of the staff to spare time from their busy schedule.  
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7.  Notes 

Many of the patients happen to the near relatives of the students of the college who 
could not afford to go to hospitals in cities for treatment. This practice helps in 
winning the hearts of the students as well as the people of their respective villages.

I. Feedback on Students’ Perception on Teaching Learning Process 
 

For the maintenance of quality assurance in terms of teaching learning process being carried out in 
the college, it is important to get feedback thereof from the recipients themselves - the students. 
The principal Dr. P. Arunaprakash being very particular, and not being satisfied with the informal 
feedback that he seeks from the students every so often, he delegated the responsibility to the 
Feedback Committee of taking formal structured feedback from the students and submit the 
analysis report of the same. Accordingly, the Committee prepared a format of feedback 
questionnaire bearing in mind the fact that the pedagogical skill and activity comprises many sub-
skills, activities and attitudes. For this purpose the most important skills that an effective teacher 
must have or use in his/her teaching learning transaction were identified as under: 

Criterion No. 1 - Teacher’s subject knowledge & class-control  

Criterion No. 2 - Teaching & interaction skills  

Criterion No. 3 - Use of innovative methods &teaching aids  

Criterion No. 4 - Emphasis on skill development along with knowledge  

Criterion No. 5 - Involving students in teaching learning Process 

Criterion No. 6 - Stimulating students’ interest in the subject  

Criterion No. 7 - Completing syllabus in time  

Criterion No. 8 - Guidance on checked test papers  

Criterion No. 9 - Usefulness of notes provided  

Criterion No. 10 - Impartiality in Internal Assessment  

Criterion No. 11 - Availability for consultation outside classroom 

The students were instructed to evaluate each individual subject teacher for each skill/ criterion 
employed by him/her on the five points rating scale of performance as follows: 

Excellent- 5 Very Good- 4 Good- 3 Average- 2 Below Average-1 

 
Analysis of Students’ Perception on Teaching Learning Process 
Academic Session 2017-2018 

During this academic year, F/B forms were distributed randomly among the students to be duly 
filled in and handed over to the in-charge of the feedback Committee. 10 students of BA I, 10 
students of BA II, and 13 students of BA III returned the forms duly filled in. The following chart 
sums up the skill –wise horizontal and teacher-wise vertical points as given by the students:

Procedure Adopted for Analysis of Individual Teacher’s Valuation 

Each subject teacher can score 55 points at maximum on each F/B form, which will indicate that 
fact that the teacher concerned is highly skilful in pedagogical skills needing no extra efforts on his 
/ her part to improve his / her skills. 

As the subject-wise number of F/B givers differs, the maximum sum total of points that an 
individual subject teacher can obtain is determined by multiplying the number of F/B givers 
with 55 points. 

The students’ perception on a certain subject teacher’s teaching-learning process performance is 
calculated in percentage with the following formula: 

Actual points scored by a particular teacher divided by the highest points he/she can score 
multiplied by 100. 
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In the present case, for instance, the ELT teacher scored 368 points; and the highest points he 
could have scored are arrived at by multiplying the Number of FB givers, i.e., 14 with 55, which 
comes to 770. Thus, 728/385x100=94.54% 

Procedure Adopted for Analysis of Criterion-wise Teaching Learning Process 

Each criterion of teaching learning process can score maximum 25 points on each F/B form, 
which will indicate that fact that the criterion in question is paid most attention to by the teachers 
collectively during teaching learning process. 

As there are 33 F/B forms, the highest score that each criterion can score is 25x33 = 825 points (33 
being the number of F/B Forms). These points so obtained, i.e., 825, are taken as the base score 
against which the performance of criterion-wise teaching learning process in the college is worked 
out. The criterion-wise performance of the teaching activities can be calculated in percentage with 
the following formula: 

Actual points of a particular criterion divided by 825 multiplied by 100 

Conclusion  

It was decided by IQAC under the chairmanship of Dr. P. Arunaprakash that if the students 
evaluated the teaching learning transaction, both subject teacher-wise and criterion-wise, at above 
81% it would be held to be excellent and efforts would be made to sustain that perception among 
the students. Any teacher’s evaluation falling below 50% would be taken seriously and he/she 
would be given opportunity to improve his/her performance. 

The above chart clearly illustrates that in the students’ perception the Teacher of English 
Literature tops in all aspects of teaching learning process with 94.54% marks, while that of 
Marathi is the least satisfactory with 84.40% marks. Since no teacher was evaluated below 50% it 
was held that the teaching learning transaction in the college was quite satisfactory. 

Criterion No. 1 relating to “Teacher’s subject knowledge & class-control” skill of all the 
teachers combined, and Criterion No.4 relating to “Emphasis on skill development along with 
knowledge”, scored highest at 91.03% and lowest at 82.66% respectively.  

It becomes clear from the criterion-wise assessment of teaching learning skills of teachers by the 
students that the teachers need to lay emphasis on skill development of the students while 
imparting knowledge during classroom teaching. All  the same, since Criterion No. 3 regarding to 
the use of innovative teaching practices and teaching aids scored at 83.27%, the teachers need to 
augment the use of innovative practices and teaching aids in their regular teachings. On the credit 
side, Teacher’s subject knowledge & class-control and their responsiveness to and availability 
for consultation outside classroom was appreciated by the students. 

The above analysis carried out by the Feedback Committee was put forth before IQAC for further 
course of action. 

II. Feedback on University Prescribed Curriculum 

In partial fulfilment of the NAAC’s requirements, the IQAC at our College resolved to take 
feedback from all the main stakeholders on the curriculum being implemented by the college, 
with the intention of being responsive to the emerging needs and aspirations of students and of 
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society and involve the important stakeholders in the process of the framing of the curriculum. 
Allowing for the fact that ours being a Gondwana University Gadchiroli affiliated college, it has 
no authority to frame its own curriculum, it certainly has its say in designing curriculum through 
its representatives on various university bodies. The IQAC designed a common questionnaire for 
all important stakeholders, namely, students, alumni, parents, and teachers, for collecting feedback 
on the curriculum being implemented in the college. It was further decided that the feedback 
data would be collected by using random sample survey method through the printed copies 
of feedback questionnaire given to students, teachers, parents and alumni so as to have 
their structured feedback on various aspects of the curriculum.   

The questionnaire was structured in keeping in view the dual aspects of curriculum: the curriculum 
content and the curriculum delivery. The questionnaire consists of ten questions / propositions both 
in objective and descriptive formats. 

The first four questions are about the structure, content and learning outcomes of the university 
prescribed curriculum (hereafter, UPC) while the next four questions deal with curriculum 
execution by the college. Of the last two open ended questions the first is meant to solicit 
suggestions from the stakeholders about the changes they would rather be made or incorporated in 
the UPC by the university, and the last one seeks suggestions on innovative activities and 
programmes that they would like the college to introduce in the college for the benefit of students 
and their overall personality development over and above the existing ones.   

Of the ten questions eight are in the objective format with four response-options in the order of 
descending fulfilment / satisfaction: 

Option A is for the absolute agreement / acceptability / satisfaction on the given aspect of the 
curriculum. 

Option B is for the considerable agreement / satisfaction, which means the aspect in question that 
has a substantial acceptance among the stakeholders, though there is some room for its 
improvement; 

Option C is for the minimum concurrence / fulfilment / satisfaction, which means the given aspect 
of the curriculum requires to be reviewed and reconsidered.  

Option D is for absolute disagreement, which means the given aspect is unacceptable requiring 
drastic measures to be incorporated in the curriculum if any credibility is to be maintained.   

Question No. 1. The effectiveness of the university prescribed curriculum (UPC) in terms of 
subject knowledge, personality development and practical knowledge for students. 

Question No. 2. Comprehensiveness of the UPC for promoting moral, social, and national values 
among students. 

Question No. 3. Suitability of the UPC to learner-centric teaching methods. 

Question No. 4. Usefulness of the Semester Exam Pattern based on the Choice Based Credit 
System for students. 

Question No. 5. Helpfulness of internal assessment devices (such as Home Assignment, Project 
Work, Class Seminar, Unit Test, Oral Test, etc.) in achieving learning objectives of the UPC. 
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Question No. 6. Availability of adequate resources in the College for the effective execution of 
curriculum (Library, Classrooms, Sitting infrastructure, qualified professors, etc.) 

Question No. 7. Effectiveness of ICT while implementing curriculum. 

Question No. 8. Utility of educational tour, study visit for academic progress.

Analysis of the Objective Questions 

Here is the analysis of the consolidated data as it is more convenient to analyse the data in the 
consolidated form than individually.  

1. For the question regarding the effectiveness of the university prescribed curriculum (UPC) in 
terms of subject knowledge, personality development and practical knowledge for students, 
only 5% of the feedback givers agreed fully with the proposition by choosing Option A, while 
73% feedback givers chose option B that indicates adequate satisfaction with the proposition. 
22% FB givers were found to be on the verge of disbelief in the proposition.

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2. As regards the comprehensiveness of the UPC for promoting moral, social, and national values 
among students, a significant number of Feedback givers were satisfied with the UPC while 
17% of them were least satisfied and only 2% of them registered complete distrust in the 
proposition that the UPC is comprehensive enough to promote humanistic values among 
students, as is obvious from the following table.

3. In respect of the suitability of the UPC to learner-centric teaching methods, 66% feedback 
givers were considerably satisfied and 15% were fully satisfied with the proposition, while 15% 
feedback givers chose Option C indicating their nominal satisfaction. In conclusion, the present 
UPC is quite amenable to the learner-centric teaching methods though there is some room for 
its improvement as about 16% FB givers had some reservations about the suitability of the UPC 
to learner-centric methods.

4. As is clear from the table regarding Question No. 4, the 51% feedback givers registered 

disbelief in the usefulness of the Semester Exam Pattern based on the Choice Based Credit 
System for students while 24% found this system to be considerably inadequate. Only about 24 
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% of FB givers found the present UPC based on CBCS Semester pattern of Exams useful when 
we add up Option A and Option B. It is the clear indication that the majority of stakeholders 
wanted this system to be changed.

5. A significant number of the feedback givers found the existing methods of internal assessment 
such as Home Assignment, Project Work, Class Seminar, Unit Test, Oral Test, etc. useful as 
59% of them chose Option A of the proposition regarding the helpfulness of internal 
assessment tools in achieving learning objectives of the UPC.

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Suggestions from Stakeholders on Open-Ended Questions 

9. On the question soliciting suggestions about the changes the stakeholders would rather be made 
or incorporated in the UPC by the university, the following suggestions were given by the 
stakeholders: 

�x One major drawback of the semester pattern is that it leaves students with no time to get 
involved in any self-development activities and in extensive readings without which Arts 
faculty students can’t hope to succeed in any field of practical life. It should be replaced 
by the annual pattern of examination. 

�x Curriculum be made comprehensive enough to contain issues having bearing on today’s 
advanced world.  

�x Practical and vocational knowledge be given prominence in the curriculum. 
�x Local issues of topical importance be introduced so that the upcoming graduates are 

enabled to meet the local challenges effectively.     
�x Semester system of examination creates unnecessary strain and stress in students. 
�x The university should design curriculum in such a way as will be amenable to learner-

centric teaching in the classroom. 
�x The university should implement such programmes as will help students to be successful 

in the careers of their choice. 
�x The university should bear in mind the object of overall personality development of 

students while framing curriculum. 
�x The answer papers be valuated carefully and the results be declared on time to restore faith 

in the process of valuation of answer papers.  
�x University results be declared on time so that students do not have to undergo any 

unnecessary difficulties. 
�x Practical knowledge be part of the prescribed curriculum. 
�x The semester exam pattern for UG Arts students be abolished. 
�x To develop critical ability among students, the curriculum be incorporated with Critical 

Theory, especially in the papers of languages and literatures. 
�x Annual pattern of exams is more effective than the semester pattern for Arts stream. 
�x The university should design and implement such curriculum as would promote students’ 

physical, mental and intellectual development.  
�x The university should conduct only one examination annually by abrogating semester 

pattern so as to save the poor students financial burden. 
�x Courses/programmes need to be presented in the form of modules. 
�x Syllabus should be made more relevant to real life of students. 

10. On the last question seeking suggestions on innovative activities and programmes that the 
stakeholders would like the college to introduce in the college for the benefit of students and 
their overall personality development over and above the existing ones, the following 
suggestions were given by the stakeholders: 

�x Guidance on competitive exam preparation, personality development workshops be 
organized. 

�x The institution should strive to help students in coping with their problems. 
�x Regular guidance sessions of expert and eminent persons from all walks of life be 

organised in the college. 
�x Seminars on sports and competitive exams be organized. 
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�x Study tour, group discussion, seminars and guest lectures on the topics related to 
curriculum be organized throughout the academic year. 

�x Various extra-curricular activities such as cultural programmes, sports competition, 
elocution competition, painting competition, essay competition, etc. be the regular 
activities of the college. 

�x Competitive exams guidance be conducted. 
�x The college should conduct G.K. Test and display the results thereof.  
�x Motivational programmes be organized by inviting expert motivational speakers. 
�x Efforts should be taken by the college to inculcate professional and social ethics in the 

students while teaching regular subjects. 
�x ICT should be an integral part of teaching learning process. 
�x Students be the given a prominent role in the teaching learning process with the teachers’ 

role confined only as guides and facilitators.  
�x Subjects like English and Literature be taught in English only. 
�x To broaden students’ general outlook, Yoga camp, Blood Donation camp, etc. be 

organized regularly. 
�x The college should organize seminars, general knowledge quiz and cultural programmes 

regularly.  
�x The parents should be periodically informed about their wards’ progress in curricular, co-

curricular and extra-curricular activities.
